WHEREAS, families engaged in home-based education are not
dependent on public, tax-funded resources for their children’s education; the
finances associated with their home schooling likely represent over $16 billion
that taxpayers do not have to spend since these children are not in public
schools; and

WHEREAS, home school students score above average on achievement
tests regardless of their parents’ level of formal education or their family’s
household income;
